RECORD OF A CONVERSATION
with Fidel CASTRO RUZ, Prime Minister
of the Republic of Cuba

10 February 1962

O0met with Fidel Castro this evening and in accordance with instructions [I] had |
informed him about Cde. Adzhubey's conversation with Kennedy during which the
question of Cuba was touched upon at the initiative of the American President.

In this connection | familiarized Fidel Castro with the text of this part of the
conversation (attached)

Thanking me for the information, Fidel Castro said that, in his opinion, Kennedy's
statements concerning Cuba have a quite muddled character. At the same time it
appears from them that Kennedy does not intend to abandon the hostile and
aggressive policy with respect to Cuba being pursued by the US. The truth is, this
aggressive policy of the US with respect to the Cuban revolution perhaps causes the
US itself more harm than Cuba. Fidel Castro stressed, if the US had pursued a wiser
and more flexible policy with respect to us then there would not have been a Playa
Giron [Translator's note: Bay of Pigs], there would not be a Punta del Este, and of
course there would not have been a Second Havana Declaration. With their
aggressive actions they push Cuba toward retaliatory measures, but the revolutionary
government also exposes American imperialism ever more strongly and effectively.
At the same time, being an object of unceasing aggressive attacks from the US, Cuba
is winning ever greater sympathy and respect in the countries of Latin America.

Fidel Castro continued, the defeat of the armed intervention organized by the
Kennedy government against Cuba in April of last year inflicted irreparable damage
to the US in political terms and immeasurably raised the authority of revolutionary in
the eyes of the peoples of Latin America. The peoples of Latin America now clearly
understood that the aggressive policy of the American imperialism not only can be
resisted, but defeated.

Fidel Castro said, at Punta del Este American imperialism suffered a new and serious
moral and political defeat, ending up unable to achieve the adoption of a decision
about collective sanctions against Cuba from the Organization of American States. At
the same time the very expulsion of Cuba from the OAS, made as a result of the
crude pressure of the Americans, is turning Cuba into a peculiar victim of the
aggressive ambitions of American imperialism and unwittingly wins the sympathies of
the broad strata of the population of Latin American countries to its side.

Fidel Castro continued, the Second Havana Declaration, a program of the struggle of
the Latin American peoples for their national liberation from the yoke of American
imperialism, came into being as a result of the conference in Punta del Este.

All these events, Fidel Castro stressed, are revolutionizing the masses of the Latin
American peoples and weakening the positions of American imperialism in Latin



America. Fidel Castro noted, if the US pursued a wiser policy with respect to Cuba,
that is, it came to terms with the Cuban revolution and did not commit aggressive
acts against it, then they would have slowed the brewing of a revolutionary crisis in
Latin America to some degree with these very same things.

Returning to Kennedy's statements made in the course of the conversation with Cde.
Adzhubey, Fidel Castro said that, in his opinion, judging from everything in the near
future the US will step up the fight against Cuba even more on the domestic front,
using the economic difficulties for these purposes, aggravating them in every
possible way with the aid of the blockade, acts of sabotage, and subversion.

Castro noted, Kennedy's statement that "Cuban matters will be decided in Cuba"
evidently ought to be understood as evidence that the US has still not lost hope of
organizing an internal upheaval in Cuba. Therefore, obviously in the near future it
ought to be considered that the US will step up its activity to support the internal
counterrevolution which, strictly speaking, exists only thanks to this support.

Fidel Castro stressed, the revolutionary government, being well aware how important
a strong domestic front is, is developing measures right now which have the goal of
improving the management of the country's economy, increasing the productivity
and the production of manufactured and agricultural products, and using existing
food and raw material resources more rationally and correctly in order to prevent
dissatisfaction with their position arising [among] the popular masses. Fidel Castro
said that he is confident that these measures of the revolutionary government will
provide the needed positive effect.

Fidel Castro noted further that Kennedy's statement that "the US will not attack Cuba
and has no plans to invade" evidently says that plans to organize an attack on Cuba
by one of the Central American countries with the use of the forces of the external
counterrevolution and, of course, with the active support to them from the US,
nevertheless remain in force.

In any event, said Fidel Castro, we have a difficult year ahead. This will be a year of
struggle for the strengthening of the economy, for the better functioning of our young
state apparatus, and first of all for the strengthening of Cuba's defense capacity,
inasmuch as the evasive and muddled statements of Kennedy do not give us any
grounds for peace of mind.

However, Kennedy also has a difficult year ahead, noted Fidel Castro; | am confident,
he said, that Kennedy will lose the upcoming elections not because Cuba is their main
problem in the election campaign, but because he is not able to handle the
revolutionary situation in Latin America.

Fidel Castro continued, at the present time a situation has been created in a number
of countries of Latin America, and primarily in Venezuela, Colombia, Ecuador, Peru,
Brazil, and even to a certain degree in Argentina which can be characterized as
pre-revolutionary. This situation cannot be changed or stopped with the aid of the
"Alliance for Progress". Revolutionary events in Latin America will develop with
greater force and in the quite near future. Fidel Castro said, | think that at the end of
1962 we will be witnesses to a revolution in Venezuela, which will be unavoidably
followed by a revolution in Ecuador and Colombia.

Fidel Castro noted further, the Americans understand perfectly well the serious of the
situation in Latin America, and that is why the conference [in] Punta del Este was
directed more against Latin America than against Cuba. The decisions of this
conference were pointedly directed against the revolutions in the Latin America.



Fidel Castro stressed, we are confident that the Second Havana Declaration will also
exert a revolutionary effect on the peoples of Latin America. We have intentionally
given this Declaration a broad a character as possible, stressing that all progressive
strata of the people, even as far as the national bourgeoisie, should take part in the
struggle for national independence against American imperialism.

Fidel Castro said, in this Declaration we stressed the need to fight dogmatism and
sectarianism, which in the conditions of Latin America hold back the revolutionary
movement and are extremely harmful.

In this connection Fidel Castro expressed a number of critical comments at the
leadership of the Communist Parties of the Latin American countries, not naming
directly whom he specifically had in mind. However, from his statements it indirectly
follows that this primarily concerns the leadership of the Communist Parties of Brazil,
Argentina, and Venezuela.

Fidel Castro stressed that, in his opinion, in spite of the existence of a
pre-revolutionary situation in Latin America the leadership of the Communist Parties
of a number of Latin American countries are using this situation poorly: they are
isolated in the narrow confines of just their own supporters and do not take any steps
to create a broad front to fight for the national independence and liberation from the
yoke of American imperialism.

Fidel Castro noted, the leaders of a number of Communist Parties are very good
comrades, excellent theoreticians, but in practical questions and putting the ideas of
Marxism-Leninism into effect they act timidly, referring to various objective
conditions, and do not go to the masses.

In this connection Fidel Castro spoke much about Juliao, the leader of the peasant
league of Brazil, holding up as an example how he works to attract the broad masses
of the Brazilian peasantry to his side. Fidel Castro stressed, it seems to me that the
future is for Juliao, and not for those who sit in an office. Many Communist Party
leaders, noted Fidel Castro, have simply grown old and are not capable of thinking in
a revolutionary way. They are often prisoners of old dogmas and do not want to
assess the situation in a new way, and do not listen to the voices of young people.
Fidel Castro continued, when young people call them to action these representatives
of youth can hardly be called adventurists.

The main thing that worries me at the present moment, said Fidel Castro, is that the
leadership of the Communist Parties of a number of countries of Latin America is
striving to monopolize the Cuban question and keep it in their hands at the same time
as it is necessary to mobilize all progressive forces which exist in Latin America for
the defense of Cuba. Fidel Castro continued, it needs to be borne in mind that in a
number of countries of Latin America the Communist Parties are weak and small by
virtue of one reason or another. Therefore if the leaders [rukovodili - SIC] of the
Communist Parties strive to keep the cause of defending the Cuban revolution in only
their hands, then no great effect will result from this. Fidel Castro stressed, the Cuban
question should be turned into a question of nation-wide scale in each individual Latin
American country. All the progressive and anti-imperialist movements of Latin
America ought to be enlisted in the defense of Cuba under the skillful leadership and
direction from the Communist Parties. The skillful use of the Cuban question will also
help the Communist Parties expand their own base.

Continuing to develop his opinions about the nature and substance of the Second
Havana Declaration Fidel Castro said that in a number of places in this document it is
made unambiguously clear that there can be a peaceful and non-peaceful way to win
power. Fidel Castro noted, it is true that evidently it was made insufficiently clear
since the representatives of some Communist Parties of the Latin American countries,



the Chileans first of all, asked me to clarify this position. Consequently, continued
Fidel Castro, in a special interview for the Chileans | stressed that the Second Havana
Declaration does not at all exclude winning power by peaceful means.

However, Fidel Castro noted further, it needs to be said that the workers taking power
by peaceful means is perhaps possible only in the conditions of Chile, where there is
a broad popular front. In the other countries of Latin America power can be taken by
the workers only revolutionary means.

In conclusion Fidel Castro said that it was very important for Cuba that peace be
preserved for at least another two years. A number of revolutions will still occur in
Latin American during this time, and the positions of American imperialism will then
become so weak that they will not longer be able to represent the threat to the cause
of peace, particularly Cuba, which it is today. Therefore, stressed Fidel Castro,
understanding its responsibility to the people, the Cuban government will uphold the
principles of peaceful coexistence and the cause of peace with all its resources.

Unilthe course of further conversation | informed Fidel Castro about the invitation of
USSR Minister of Defense to Raul Castro and [his] wife and a group of Cuban officers
(five or six men) to visit the Soviet Union in 1962 at a convenient time for them,
preferably in July or August. | further told Fidel Castro that it is intended to familiarize
Raul Castro and the people accompanying him, at their wish, with the questions of
troop command at one of the tactical exercises of the troops of the Soviet Army,
military educational institutions, industrial and agricultural enterprises, and the
cultural institutions of the Soviet Union.
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After the delegation's trip throughout the cities (Leningrad, Tashkent, and Thbilisi) its

members will be afforded the opportunity to spend a month's vacation in one of the

sanatoria of the Soviet Army. | said at this time that the USSR will bear the expenses
associated with the stay of this delegation in the USSR.

Fidel Castro asked that Cde. Malinovsky be passed his gratitude for this invitation.
Fidel Castro noted, | am confident that Raul and Vilma ([his] wife) will rejoice at this
invitation very much, and we for our part will do everything necessary that they make
use of it.

Fidel Castro said, it is necessary to think about which of the Cuban officers ought to
be sent to the Soviet Union with Raul, for it is necessary to bear in mind that the
defense of the country cannot be stripped bare. This question will be discussed in [its]
totality with the General Staff, after which we will give a final answer.

Fidel Castro stressed, | am confident that this trip to the Soviet Union will be very
useful for Raul and the officers accompanying him. It is necessary that they learn
from the Soviet comrades.

The rest of the conversation was on common subjects.
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
