RECORD OF A CONVERSATION

WITH FIDEL CASTRO, PRIME MINISTER OF THE REVOLUTIONARY GOVERNMENT OF THE
REPUBLIC OF CUBA

19 August 1960

I met with Fidel Castro in the locality of Vinales during a trip organized by the Protocol
Department of the Cuban MFA for familiarization with the work of agricultural
cooperatives.

Fidel Castro greeted me very warmly and cordially, stressing that he was very glad |
had come to the country as the first Soviet Ambassador, since this finally normalizes
diplomatic relations between the two countries and provides an opportunity to more
quickly and effectively decide questions affecting the development of relations
[between] Cuba and the Soviet Union.

For my part | told Fidel Castro that | was very glad to come to Cuba, stressing when |
did so that in the Soviet Union great interest is being exhibited in the revolutionary
reforms which are being successfully put into effect under the leadership of the
government of Fidel Castro.

Then in accordance with instructions | had | said that before my departure from
Moscow | talked with Cde. N. S. Khrushchev, who charged me with passing him, Fidel
Castro, the warmest and most fraternal greeting, and also the best wishes for success
in his noble activity for the good of the Cuban people. In the Soviet Union, |
continued, they regard the Cuban people with a feeling of sincere sympathy and
great friendship, and we all admire the brave and selfless struggle of the Cubans to
strengthen the independence of their country. | said, we know Cuba is encountering
great difficulties on this path. However, in the Soviet Union they are confident that
the revolutionary government of Cuba, headed by the national hero of the country
Fidel Castro, will successfully overcome these difficulties.

| stressed in this connection that Cde. N. S. Khrushchev had asked me to pass on to
Fidel Castro that the desire of the Soviet Union to give the needed aid and support to
the revolutionary government of Cuba remains unchanged.

In response Fidel Castro said that he was very touched by the attention of N. S.
Khrushchev had personally displayed to the fate of Cuba and to him personally. We
highly appreciate the sympathy and aid which the Soviet Union is giving Cuba in its
struggle with American imperialism, continued Fidel Castro. Without this support it
would be very hard for Cuba to withstand the onslaught of American imperialism. In
the course of further conversation Fidel Castro jokingly noted that in a number of
cases the revolutionary government of Cuba might be impatient and, while receiving
aid from the Soviet Union, wants it to be done as quickly as possible. The course of
events in Cuba, continued Fidel Castro, often forces us to ask you to solve problems
affecting relations between us as quickly as possible.

Fidel Castro noted in this connection that he, for example, very much would like for



the Soviet Union to begin supplying Cuba with tractors and other agricultural
machines as quickly as possible, and also chemical fertilizers. This desire to receive
aid more quickly is explained by the fact that we need to hurry with our revolutionary
reforms to more quickly show the people that the revolution carries a better life with
it. Then in joking form Fidel Castro said that if the trade representatives of the Soviet
Union who are here in Havana do not take steps to ship out tractors more rapidly
then he will go to the Stalingrad Tractor Plant himself and agitate the Soviet workers
to more quickly produce the tractors intended for the Cuban peasants.

| said in reply that of course every [we] will always be glad to welcome he arrival of
Fidel Castro in our country, where he would find the most cordial and warm reception
both from our Government and from the peoples of the Soviet Union.

Taking advantage of this improvised meeting, said Fidel Castro, | would like to ask
you to pass my most cordial greeting to N. S. Khrushchev. We would very much like
for N. S. Khrushchev to come to Cuba as soon as possible and see how our revolution
is developing and deepening. N. S. Khrushchev can be confident that he will find the
warmest and most cordial reception from our people. Our people are grateful to N. S.
Khrushchev and the Soviet Union for the aid and support which was given us in the
most difficult moment of our existence. Therefore, Fidel Castro stressed, all Cubans
impatiently await the arrival of the head of the Soviet government in Cuba.

| said for my part that | would pass the greetings and the good wishes and Fidel
Castro to Cde. N. S. Khrushchev.

Fidel Castro then asked what impression the inspection of the cooperatives had made
on me.

In reply | told Fidel Castro that the cooperatives made a great and strong impression
on me, but the members of the cooperatives, ordinary Cuban peasants, who work in
them with revolutionary ardor and are building their new life, [have made] a still
stronger impression.

Fidel Castro said that tomorrow, Sunday, he would like to go with me to personally
show [me] one of the first cooperatives created at his initiative, which is in this
region. He jokingly noted in this connection that usually the Protocol Department of
the MFA does not always show diplomats what they should. Therefore he would
personally like to show me the most exemplary and leading cooperative. We have
done much for the peasants after the revolution, Fidel Castro continued, but of course
this is only a beginning. We would like the process of revolutionary reforms in our
country to go faster and more effectively.

On 20 August | went to the Rosario cooperative with Fidel Castro, where he was
warmly greeted by Cuban peasants. Fidel Castro talked with cooperative members in
a simple and friendly form, giving them instructions, inquired as to their needs, and
ascertained the possibility of increasing the income received by the peasants in the
cooperatives.

Fidel Castro told me much and in detail about agrarian reform, stressing that the
revolutionary government intended to gradually travel the path of further
development of cooperatives and the creation of state farms in Cuba on the model of
Soviet state farms. Fidel Castro continued, it is easier for us to develop the
cooperative situation in Cuba by virtue of the features of the historical development
of our country. There were enormous estates of landowners in our country and a
large number of hired farm hands. The number of peasant landowners or renters was
relatively small. Of course, when we now unite the farm hands into cooperatives we
give them land and the ability to work for themselves they work more effectively,



with greater diligence, and this is true support to the Cuban revolution.

Bidding goodbye, Fidel Castro said that he had to fly to Pinar del Rio, where a big rally
will be held on the occasion of the graduation of members of the people's militia.
Fidel Castro continued, | wanted to meet with you in this unofficial situation inasmuch
as | am returning to Havana only at the end of the next week and it would be
inadvisable for us for the Soviet Ambassador, who has come to our country, not to
have the opportunity to meet with the Prime Minister of Cuba for a long time.

| thanked Fidel Castro for the attention he had shown me, and said that on his arrival
in Havana | would pay him an official visit in the course of which | would pass him a
personal message from N. S. Khrushchev.

Fidel Castro said that he would immediately get in touch with me as soon as he
arrived in Havana.
