permissible level (PDU) and the maximum permissible concentration (PDK)

3. Information about the results of an assessment of the economic damage from the
radioactive contamination by individual farms.

4. Information about the expenditures for the introduction of new agrotechnical,
agrochemical, and veterinary measures, and also of the technologies of reprocessing
individual kinds of raw material ensuring a reduction of the conversion of
radionuclides into a final product.

5. Information about the concentration of radionuclides in agricultural output in the
exclusion zone and beyond its boundaries exceeding the PDK, with links to
geographical points.

6. Information about cases of damage to farm and wild animals as a result of the
effect of radioactive contamination on them.

7. Information about the actual damage to forests as a result of radioactive
contamination.

8. Information about anti-radiation measures and the prevention of internal exposure
of the population being conducted in previously undisclosed rayons.
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
