Following discussions on [these topics] the Executive Committee of the Central
Committee of the Romanian Communist Party adopted the following decisions:

I. It approves the proposals of the Permanent Presidium of the Central Committee of
the Romanian Communist Party regarding the actions to be subsequently undertaken
with respect to the situation in the Middle East, namely:

1. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs is to summon the Israeli minister to Bucharest to
convey the Romanian point of view expressed in the June 10 1967 Declaration, [which
says] that currently it is absolutely necessary to do everything possible to prevent the
resumption of the armed conflict, to withdraw Israeli troops from the occupied
territories as soon as possible within the borders existing before the war, to solve the
problem of Arab refugees from Palestine and other contentious issues through
negotiations.

2. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs is to summon the United Arab Republic Ambassador
to Bucharest to convey the Romanian point of view expressed in the June 10 1967
Declaration, through which the Socialist Republic of Romania expresses its support
and sympathy for the just struggle of the Arab people against imperialism and
neocolonialism, supports the withdrawal of Israeli troops from the occupied territories
and within the borders existing before the war, and the resolution of all problems
through negotiations between the warring camps, [and urges them to] undertake
unrelenting efforts to find a solution which takes into account the fundamental and
legitimate interests of all peoples living in this region.

3. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs is to convey similar messages to the ambassadors of
the United States, the United Kingdom, and France to Bucharest. In addition, [the
Foreign Ministry] should inform socialist countries and other countries about the
actions taken by our country.

4. The press, the radio, and the television are to inform public opinion about these
actions.
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
