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During the last few days J.V. Stalin, Chairman of the Council of People's Commissars
of the U.S.S.R., has received Mr. B. Bierut (President of the National Council of
Poland), Mr. E. Osobka-Morawski (Chairman of the Polish Committee of National
Liberation), Mr. A. Witos and Mme Wassilewski (Vice-Chairmen of the Polish
Committee of National Liberation) and Colonel-General M. Rola-Zymierski
(Commander-in-Chief of the Polish Forces), who have arrived in Moscow from Lublin.
