Poland, near the German border. This city is not known to have or been near any rocket
installations and it is therefore assumed by the processor that Debica was the correct
city due to its proximity to Blizna and that it was called Debice in error.

[JThe British Ambassador stated that he wished to thank Marshal Stalin for the
cooperation extended by the Russian authorities to the Anglo-American experts who
had gone to Debice, Poland, to inspect the rocket instillations. The Marshal inquired
whether the results of the visit had been satisfactory. The British Ambassador replied
that the experts had been very much pleased with the results and that they would
place at the disposal of the Soviet Government the information they had obtained if
the Soviet Government so desired.
