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Summary:

The State Department instructs the embassies in Ankara and Rome of the importance of
avoiding “fallacious comparison between Jupiter dismantling and withdrawal Soviet
missiles from Cuba.” To help do that, the embassies should ensure that “no official
facilitation will be given press or photo coverage of missile dismantling.” In response to
any press queries, the embassies could state that “dismantled missiles will be
transported over period several weeks.” To avoid an “air of mystery” around the
dismantling, the Department opposed efforts to block media coverage of missiles in
transit. The embassies should approach Italian and Turkish officials “along [those] lines.”
