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The Aleksandrov Ensemble of the Soviet Army performed in the great theatre of
Pyongyang; com. Kim Il Sung, other members of the Politburo, members of the
government, ministers, and many members of the CC KWP attended. After the
concert, comrade Kim Il Sung hosted a small reception for the leaders of the
Ensemble, where he made a brief speech. [...]

The further we move [in time] from the day of the liberation of our country by the
Soviet Army, said comrade Kim Il Sung, the brighter its heroic deed stands out before
us, the heroic deed of the entire Soviet people in the liberation of Korea from
Japanese imperialism. The Korean people will never forget this heroic deed. We know
that it is thanks only to the Soviet people and their Army that we obtained the
opportunity of independent development of our socialist state. [...]
