[Jawaharlal] Nehru asked me in front of Mrs. Eden, "How is Premier Zhou's schedule
for the Afro-Asian conference? Is he going to answer to U Nu's invitation to travel to
North Burma first and then travel with U Nu to the conference?" | answered that other
than there being a possibility of Premier Zhou [Enlai] attending the Afro-Asian
conference, | do not know other details.
