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Summary:

This agreement elaborates ways to increase cooperation between the KGB and
Czechoslovak Ministry of the Interior, including information sharing on the detection of
hostile plots against either state, restraint of subversive activities, protection of
governmental agents, oversight of border troops and preparation of cadres. Both parties
agreed to provide recreational and bathing facilities for security staff and their family
members.
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
