I visited KWP CC Deputy Chairman Pak Geum-cheol [Pak Kum Chol] and delivered a
CPSU CC letter to him.

The question of the composition of the delegation will be discussed in the KWP CC

speed up the decision of the issue of who will be going to the Soviet Union for
vacation and treatment at the invitation of the CPSU CC and Soviet government.
