1. - Cultural Cirele:
In 1949 when RWANG-CHOW fell into the communists' hands, the news-
’:pepersu"Dﬁ KOONG BAO" and the "WEN-HEI-BAQ", both of which are published
dn Hongkoﬁg, had won the widest popularity, At that time, anti-communist
'newspepers were not worth any consideration, But now the situation has
drastically changed, Anti~communist papers are coming into being just as
bomboo shoots after a rainfall, The most famous among them is the SuING-TAO-
IR-BAQO, which is one of the ﬁost influcntial papers of the rightists though
it h=s once been of the leftists, The "WHA-CHIAO-IR-RAO" which was once
rcluctant to use the ere name of the Repubiic of China, 1s proudly using
it at present,
2, BEBduc=tional Circle:

In 1949, Most schools in Hongkong supported Red China Rogime, used
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text books of Re&’China, sang Red songs and hoisted the Red Flags,

At present, however, most of them turned to the anti-communist line,
There are, at present, more than one hundred such schools in Hongkong
as Znglish Institutes, Colleges and Middle Schools. Among them, several

~ middle schools = SHIN T40, CHUNG WHA, HAN WHA, SHIN CHAO, dtc, are still
sitting on the fence, while the other schools are hoisting the flag of
the Republic of China, |
3. Industrial Circle:

When the China Proper fell into the hands of the Communists, there -
have been a wide fluctuation among industrial circles; laborers, agitatei
5y vicious propaganda of the coﬁmnnists claiming workers!' paradise,

- wdlcomed the Red triumph; labor unions sprouted over a night; such tendency
really appeared to have no end. However,.the present situation is quite
contrery to that of those days. Having realized that there had been merciless
purge and plots in Red China, they have greduslly turned their back to
communists, The "Industrial and Commercial rederation', which is the largest
organization of its kind, has finally joined in the anti-communist line,
Now they know that the sweeot propagenda of Red Chiga is merely a flagrant
lie. Workers! wage ﬁnder the Red domination deéreased} many of them lost -
their jobs. Today, there emerged more than hundred free workers'! unions
in Hongkong, The Street Car Workers' Union, Union of Lengshore Men, and
the Union of Spinning Industry, all of which were once on the line of
red front, are all enjoying freedom at present as free workers,

L, Commercial Circle:

What we mentioned of the -industrial circle is the same in the

Commercial Cirele, Though merchants were well aware that they were

condemned as exploiting class under the red regime, they were deceived by
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the red propagande in belicving that the communists would protect private
property, whon they returncd to the Chins f}oper after 2 short period of
resugee life in Hongkong, only to find out that merchants could not main-
sain their living because of oppression and purge. Realizing the plot of
the comwunist perty, most of merchsnts in Hongkéng, except a nogligible
number of them, chose their way to be frec merchants. Todzy, the General
Associstion of Chinesec Merchents is a2 bulﬁark of enti-communist struggle,
5. Sociel Jircle:

We cen see the same change oven in genoral community life. Waen
the Red occupicd tne whole Continent, pecoole had, in their minds, some
hope towsrd the communist party. However, they found out tkat their hope
was only a dry dream, I will tell you a strong evidence which vividly
shows the utter disappointment of people. On the lst of October, s Red
Holiday, Red China flags were shuffled off from houses and buildings
except those of a few organizations end bznks. On the contrary, the
flags of the Republic of China were displayed at every street, shop and
factory. What I told you now is only a brief explanation on the situation
-of Hongkong. Those free people fleed from the Red continent are suffering
from hzrd living, but their will to resist communism is ever-strong and
their activities vigorous, As the mind of people reflects what is true,
the final defeat of communism is well forescen., Peeping through the Iron
Curtain, we ceme to belisve that Red thna is tirelessly pursuing the
way to dominate whole Asia, It is nececsary for us to 1ift the veil of
the sheep-skin of Red China, She is proud of their industry end con-
struction. Such propagenda which, as a matter of fact, means ruthless
exploitation of their people aims to help aggressiveness of the Soviet Russie,
The people in Red China are suffering from severe shortage of food-stuff,
Bven a chop of pork is not allowed to them, and even if they had it, they
would heve to cook it et night, Once florious streets of Shanghai ere mife

deserted plece todey, Shelves of stores, once filled with stockpile of
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merchandise are mere empty spaces though decofated to deceive the eyes of
the people. Priceé of commodity.,are zs five or six times high as‘those
of Hongkong. Despite such shortage, they are exporting them just to
obtzin &s much foreign currency as possible to buy so much more military
supplies for an eggressive war., They would not mind whatever melicious
‘means they may use only if their end be Justified.‘ They are destro&ing
human knowledge, cultural heritage and finally aims to undermine the basic
foundation of human socioty., This is the ruthless rule of the international
communist party. 4s the people living in Hongkong or within the Iron
Curtain reslize what the true intention of the communist p.rty is, they
will not be deceived. The'people living behind of the Iron Curtain, gives
up every hope and even their lives. They are merely awaiting communists'’
shackle which mey stréngle their necks, Ipgced under such terrible dsstiny,
how can they remain idle %o weit for death? Success or failure in the
struggle against communiols, depends absolutely on whether we unite ourselves
or not, If we do not win over commjrists, we shall perish one byronscunder
the red blow, Therefore,ll believe my fellow delegates represented at this
Conference will thoroughly realize the necessity that the Asian peoples
must unite themselves in delcering to organize anti~-coumjnist organization
of permanent nature. We have to revesl the ominous and lawless intention
of the communist party in each country and deny all decisions of the
Gene?a Conference, lastly I make one more urgent proposal to set wup
reception places in the vinecinity of the Iron Curtain so as to encourage
the staff members of the communist countries to meke decisive efforté to

seek life-long asylum in the free world,
