The world has only one arch eneny, It is
Cormunist Imperialism., In the face of this cnemy,
all those countries who respect the freedoa and equality
of the Asian peoples arc their friends. We Lsians are
villing to cooperate with any other peoples on the
basis of equality in the anti-Communist cause, The
sincere and ardent wish of the .Lsian neoples for
indcpendence and freedom will be realized., The Communists
have utilized the slogan of national independence to
infiltrate into the various countrics and to split
and destroy their nationalist movements so as to en-
slave the isian peoples, We Aisians must be on the
alert and must not let ourselves fall victim of such
deceit. 4Lt the same time, YWestern nations must realize
that only through fulfilling the wish of the iLsian
peoples for national independence and freedom end
through struggling together on a basis of equality,
can Co'munist aggression be resisted and peace and
sccurity of the world be guaranteed,

A1l the troubles in ..sia originated from the
Chinese Communists who have not only sold the Chinese
nation to the Soviet imperialists, but have also
offered the Chinesc mainland as Russia's base for her
castwvard and southward advences. The Republic of
Korca suffered first and Indo-China came next. This
fact proves that without an independent and integrated
Republic of China, there cannot be any peace and
security in isia,

The Chinese people is a peace-loving people,
For five thousand years, we, c¢s a natlion on the East
asiatic Continent, have becn on most friendly terms
with our neighbors, with whon we have worked together
for political cooveration, cultural exchange and the
preservation of peace. Dr. Sun Yat-sen, fathner of tle
Republic of China, told us: "In founding the Republic
of China, our purpose is to secure peace."

The overseas Chinese in the various countries
in lsia, numbering more thaon 10 million, scrve as a
bridge for cooperation among the various isian peoples.
In time of peace, they live on amicable terims with the
local peoples, 1In the face of Communist aggression,
they share the sufferings with the local pcoplese.
Their spirit of industry and hard work, and their
sincerc services are symbols of the peacefulness
n tho Chine<o pcople. .

The recovery of the Chinese mainland is the
responsibllity of the Chincse pecople and the common
wish of the Asian pcoples. It is the belief of the
Chinese people that not only the Chinese Communist,
vho serve as tools of aggression for Soviet Russia,
will be crushed, but after the crushing of the Chinese
Communists, no aggressor will rise again in 4sia and
peace and righteousness will prevail,
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Under the lcadership of President Chiang Kai- ..
shek, the Chincese peo.le hzve been fighting Communisn
for 30 years. From bitter exnerience vwe learned the
intrigues ~nd atrocitics of intern~tionsl Communism
cenae from no other but onc source. Thet is: /11 from
the Soviet Russia. Ve further wncerstand two more points
out of our anti-Cemmuvnist fight, namely, first, the
methods of combating Communism csnnot be cobtained throuvgh
im-ginatien but through shedding blood ~nd sweat., Second-
ly, the effective mesns of fighting Communism is not
merely cenfined to tactics but also to »olicy and stro-
tegy. Failure in policy and strategy canrot in turn be
seved by tactics. ‘e, therefore, wish to offer here to=-
dry our fundrmental stsnd and princinle vhich we hope to
be of useful reference to the isian peoples! anti-Com-
minist wnited front. In that feith, my delegation wishes
to mrke the following nroposcsls to %he conferences

1. The Cormunist partics in 21l countries =re the
tools and espionage orgrons of the Soviet iuperialists.
They use all lawful organizations and democratic institu-
tions as medis for nrepagenda and organiz=t+ion so =s to
reach their ultimste cbjective of armed uprising and sei-
zure of volitical power. is the Communist parties are
not ordinary politicel perties, the Coupmunists, thercfore,
cannot be reg:srded »s the nationels of their own countries,
We, therefore, call unpon all frece natiouns te outlaw the
Communist per%ies «nd strictly pronibit Co:mmunist activi-
ties. We denand th-t the United Netions declare Scviet
Russia =s an aggressor end ouvst her from the world orga-
nizetion., We solemly declere thrt should the United
Netions allow the Chinese Coiraunists, who have been con-
deimed by the world organization -s an eaggressor, to en-
ter itsc haimbers, the United Netions would not only be
encouraging aggression? but would be committing a suicie-
dal oct by teoring un its own Cheorter -nd destroying its
own nogition,

2. We fully realize thet in the minds of the So-
viet imperislists and the Communist parties under their
control throughouvt the world, '"peoce is just an extension
of war.! They utilize peace negotintions to smash the
solid-rity ond morale among the oanti-Communist ccuntries.
They utilize pe=ce negotistions to camouflage their ag~
gressive wers 2 nd to arepare for further ~nd greater ag-
gression. They utilize peacc negotictions to gain what-
ever they cannot gain by means of wor, We nave seen
through and through these Communist tricks ond kiow that
their intention in porticipr-ting in the Geneva conference
is to split the dewmocratic cenp and to enslave the isian
peonles. We, thercforc, hold that any conference which
way encourage aggression and sell out .isia must be stopped,
and refuse to reccognize the rights of such conferences
to nake any vresolutions which infringe uomon the rights
and interests of the sian nations.

3. YWe are opposed to the Communist plot in parti-
tioning the territories of the -slan nations and creeting
punnet regimes, We are¢ also onnosed to eny country ac-
cepting svcn terns uncer eny disguisc. We .sisns nust
fully supnort Korea in her strife for wnification end
Vietnen, Cembodis, and Loas in their struggle for terri-.
torial integeity. Vo nmust farther unite oursclves with
all the otiner .sien peonles whe are facing communist
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c¢ommon struggle against the fifth colurms of the Soviet
imperialists and for the deliverance of the ensleved peo-
nles behind the Iron Curtain.

4, We hold that the isian and Pacific nstions nust
hosten to set up an organization for collective security,
but we sincerely believe that any nrganization for col-
lective security without the participation, with effective
strength, of the determinedly anti-Communist nations will
net produce prrctical results. We call upon all the peace
and freedom~-loving neoples of iAsila to unite and struggle
together first, so as to lay a foundation for security
in fLsia =nd the Pacific regions,

It is the conviction of uy delegation that the afore-
said four points should serve as the guiding principles
for the common effort of the peovnles of isia. My fellow
delegntes! I now have the honor to present them to vou
for your oonsideration,

May I also exvress the views of my deolegation on the
formation of the united anti-Communist front of the .sian
peoples, The anti-Cormunist struggle of the Asian peoples
alms at the 1ifting of the Iron Curtain., ind the establish-
ment of a frece, peaceful, and wosperous hLsia which will
constitute a s%abilizing Torce in the world., We believe
that a foundation for n~tional independence and peaceful
cooperation among the Asians must be loid in this most
difficult period in our anti-Communist struggle. We, there-
fore, propose the following principles for observance by
a2ll %he Lisian peoples who join in the united anti-Commu-
nist fronts:

1., Ye bhelicve that only democracy can triumnh over
totalitarianism, %he people of .sia must, under the
principles of dewocracy and in accordance with their own
historical background, geogrephical position, cultural
tradition, and the wishes of the people, choose and
develop a political systern and a form o% life vhich will
meet the needs of the people,

2+ We belicve that in order to remain independent,
all nations must seck the development of free cconomy and
social security., Only in a free and secure society can
Communism be uprooted and the totalitarian brute force
be vanqished. ‘

3., U2 believe that the anti-Communist struggle is
not only a struggle by force but a cultural struggle.
Cultural cooperation among the .sian pcoples will be
one of the most important links in the anti-Comnmunist
struggle, UWe will cooperate in the cultural field
with all countries who respect 4Asian culture,

4, Wé believe that the anti-Communist struggle
is not merely a struggle between military forces but
a struggle between metnods of organization, Our Asian
peoples' united anti-Cormunist front must be a permanent
organization, We nuust especially be engaged in the
exchange of information and cooperate in waging psy~
chological warfare against the Comnunists, -
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2+ Ue belicve that tane strengthening of cibargo
against the Comrmmists by the frce world will be an
ceffective method. The freec nations should realize that
to trade with the Comiuvnists is to help then manufacture
vweapons for the slaughter of Asian peoples. Ye Asiens
should redouble our cfforts in eaforeing enbargo against
the Comwnilsts, ,

6, We believe that it is necessarv in the winning
of our anti-Comunist struggle for the coordinated use
of manpower and resources arong the Asian nations. This
is the foundation for econoiilc ‘cooperation in Asia, and
ve must do our utmost in achieving it,

YWe Asians rust not long remain half free end half
enslaved., Not a single area in Frec Asia today is frece
from the threat of the aggressive forces of the Soviet
irperialists and their tool of aggression--the Chincse
Comunists, Freedom 2nd slavery, derocracy and totali-
tarianism cannot exist side by slde. There is no middle-
of-the-road or fence-sitting, The difference, in our
opinion, 1s one between right and vwrong, between zood and
evil, and between life and dcath, It is cithor right
or vrong, Therc can be no confusion, There must be
no compronise, It is our opinion that the most imwmortant
function of this confercnce is to distinguish right
from wrong, good froi evil, friend fron foe, and lifc
frou death, For us there is only one wvay out., That isi
Only through vnity and solidarity amone the peoples of
Asia and through courageous advance can we hope for
victory. .
