Our
falth is pinned upon belief that youth will discard what is
bad and keep what is zood,

At this meetinz, part of ysur task is to decide what you
want $bmzet rid of and what you want ot keep. In the long run,
the protests of your elders will be of no avail, because
eventually you will be th: elders, and mestess of tomorow.

It is not for me to advise ycu. I can only hope -- with
deepest humility, and with realization that ny own zeneratiosn
has not done so well -- that you will let truth =nd the
inherent, inalienable rignts of men ond women be your zuides,

My young friends, we are at =2 cerossroads of civilizstion.
The Communists and thelr indoctrinated youth ar echallenzing
us at cvery turn. They say they have a better way. They say
that if man sacrifices himself +o the stete, surrenders his
individuality, 211 questions are answered. They say that the
oan or wonan dses not matter -- that the collective
entity 1is cverything. With this nezntion of humenism, they
have accomplished nuch. They have won half the world, and
are wecll on their way toward winninz the other half.

Yet I still think they are wronz., And I think that you
also believe they ar3 wronz. If you did not so believe, you
would not be here.
