1939), a s;}xdent in his final year at an electrical trade school, came
to the USSR on October 15 this year. Upjgn arriving in Moscow, he applied for Soviet
citizenship. Because no decision had been reached on Oswald’s request by the time his visa
| expired and he was to leave the USSR, Oswald tried to commit suicide by slitting a vein. After
| his recuperation he has kept insisting that he be given Soviet citizenship, and he refuses to leave
‘ the USSR. On October 31 he visited the U.S. Embassy in Moscow and said he renounced his
} - American citizenship.

In view of the fact that individual foreigners who previously received Soviet citizenship
(Sitrinell [?], Afshar [?]) left our country after living here awhile, and considering that Oswald has

not been sufficiently examined as yet, it would be advisable to grant him the right of temporary
