Upon his arrival
sometime in the latter part of December, General Collier will return to
the command of I U, S. Corps (Group). I feel that we are most fortunate
in obtaining an officer of General Ferenbaugh's ability and experience
to reinforce the United Nations Command structure. I am sure that you
will find him a warm friend and valiant supporter of Xorea.
