very worthwhile to invite both important rnen and women to on such occasion 
as our National Day to imprc:»ss them the spirit of our young Republic, 

Reio.rd to so called the Asia DeTelopment Fund soheme by Japan, I 
alreadjy had little oppertunity to visit a few important top level people 
here and expressed the possible motive behind the scheme. Sotne ot them are 
having a oool view on the matter and they said it needs a very careful study.

Tho Foreien _l_{'fairs Secrotary here this week very kindly expressed 
to me his Departtnent's ditfioulty in replacing the Minister tor his country's . 
Legation in Seoul in Tin o~ present oirowutanoes here a.t the !!k>ment. Thus, 
he said he is sending a third se..;retary from his Department to look after the 
Legation for just a little '?11\ile ar.d he is ver:y muoh hoping to settle the 
natter in very no1.n• f"uture for the pern~:nent form. I run rerortint this 
matter to uur iroreign Artair• Minister thie time and I am lNl'• the Department 
here already sent a letter to our govel"Dll9nt tor the same. 

During the week ! made a courtesy oall to th& American Ambassador 
here and to tho Chiet-Juatioe o~ the SUpre~ Court also. Then I reoeived 
the return oourtesy oall of Swiss Minister,ltallan A.Jlbaaaador,Spanish 
Ambassador,Australian Ambassador.Chinese Allba1aador,Vietnt.me1e Kiniate& and 
also received courtesy call or Uorwegian Charge'd'At.f'aira and the Netherlands 
Oharge'd'Af'taira. 

On Saturday we prepared a regular Korean din.nEn• and invited our 
Korean oo~llUnity or some 26 inoluing the students. They all said enjoye~ 

not only the food but also deeply enjoyed the homo like atmospher~.
